All exhibits must be annual plant cane unless specified in the schedule (current season).
The Judges’ decision will be final.

The growers’ names must be displayed ONLY after the completion of judging.

All entries must be properly presented and stripped; NOT polished (see page 4).

Stick entries must be cut level with the ground, with NO roots.

Tops must be left on.

Sacking around stools for presentation is recommended.

All cane for exhibition may be entered at the cane exhibit area up to 6.00 pm on Monday 15
June prior to the opening of the show (Tuesday 9 am). The cane drop off point is at Sugar
Court located just inside the Milton Street gates, on the left, at Pavilion 4 (P4).

In CLASS 28004 (CCS) only Ratoon cane is eligible for entry (bundle of 2 & 4)
